Thesis funding

Decree of 25 May 2016 – Article 11: During the annual PhD enrolment, the director of the doctoral school verifies that the scientific, material and financial conditions are in place to ensure the smooth progress of the doctoral student’s research and thesis preparation.
During the course of their research, the doctoral student is integrated into the research unit or team hosting them, which contributes to their support throughout their training.
To carry out their thesis under the best possible conditions, it is recommended that they have specific funding leading to an employment contract.
Furthermore, funding the thesis work entails costs. It is essential that the associated costs are anticipated by the thesis supervisor, in consultation with the laboratory management, before the start of the thesis (travel expenses, software purchases, equipment purchases for conducting surveys, conference attendance, etc.).
Doctoral training takes place in a collaborative environment within a research unit and a doctoral school. Atten-dance is required for training sessions, laboratory seminars, doctoral school days, and interactions with the the-sis supervisor. Travel expenses should be budgeted for.
